2. A resume showing the applicant’s school and community involvements, as well as any relevant

awards, or recognitions they may have received.

Minimum of a 2.75 GPA.

4. An official high school transcript. Transcripts must be sent directly from the registrar's office at
the student’s high school, or submitted with the application in a sealed official envelope from the
issuing school.
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*This scholarship applies to full-time enrollment at any accredited college, university, trade, or
technical school.
